This grant will help the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Kenya (ELCK) extend their ministry by expanding the clean water 

project (installing water harvesting equipment, filters, hand wash stations and clean water storage) to their schools and 

orphanages thereby building a relationship with ELCK as they provide sound biblical teachings in their sponsored schools.
